SHOW RULES

1. All entries in breed classes must be registered with their respective breed society or in the case of foals eligible.

2. WPCS rules apply to all affiliated classes in hand and ridden.

1. 2a. B.S.P.S. rules apply to all affiliated classes

2. 2b TGCA rules apply to all affiliated classes

3. An exhibitor may not knowingly enter any animal bred, sold, owned, leased, or produced by the judge or his immediate family or employer. See page 5 rulebook.
4. Outside assistance will not be tolerated in any ring. Competitors ignoring this rule will be disqualified.
5. Brood mares must be 4yrs & over.

6. Foals must be at least 3 weeks old.

7. Abusive behavior or bad language to any person, official or show assistant will not be tolerated.

8. Any animal deemed to be a danger will be asked to leave the ring.

9. Any objection must be made in writing within 30 minutes of the incident, with a £50s deposit, refundable if upheld.

10. In the event of classes clashing it is up to the exhibitor to choose the class they wish to compete in.

11. All ridden animals must be 4years & over.

12. Correctly secured headgear to the current safety standard must be worn at all times whilst mounted.

13. Riders in Lead Rein classes must be 3yrs and over.

14. Mares and geldings only in Lead Rein, First Ridden, junior classes.

15. A fall of pony or rider in any class will result in disqualification, they must leave the ring dismounted.

16. The judge’s decision is final.

17. All exhibitors must have public liability insurance

18. All dogs must be on leads at all times.

19. No mucking out on the showground.

20. Please make sure you adhere to the age limits with regard to RIDING STALLIONS  
21. All Animals must carry their passports and have current vaccinations in place

22. Home Produced Status – Open to ponies which are either stabled at home or in a DIY yard and which since 1st January in the current year, have not been shown by a profession producer during the current season or stable in a profession yard at any time in the current year. To be owned and ridden by an Amateur.

23. Classes must be confined to SPS-BS registered ponies. Ponies must be named on the entry form and in the catalogue if one is produced. Society rosettes must only be given to ponies registered with the Society or to foals eligible for registration.

2.4 Three-year-old fillies with foals at foot may not be shown. All foals must be a minimum of three weeks old on the day of the Show.

2.5 To enter a stallion in ANY Shetland class (in-hand or performance) at an affiliated show, entire males aged 4 years old and over must have an “S” number and have been successfully through either the SPS-BS Stallion assessment prior to 2006 or the current SPS-BS Voluntary Veterinary Examination.  Ridden stallions MUST display a stallion bridle badge.  In hand colts/stallions of two years old or over must be shown bitted and are advised to display a colt or stallion bridle badge, these are available to purchase from the SPS-BS.
